1.              CALL MEETING TO ORDER at 6:30 pm
2.              ROLL CALL OF COUNCIL MEMBERS: Bob Kruger, Dan Grover, Nancy Ballard, Marc Kessler, (5th seat vacant). Staff members present are Stephen Montana, Linda Hovey, Natalie White, Shannon O’Laughlin and Stacey Royall.  Guests present are Alison Watson, Portia Ceruti, Chris Grettum, and Tighe O’Neill
3.              AGENDA MODIFICATIONS: Make items 9.2 and 9.4 information only; move item 13 up prior to closed session.
4.              AUDIENCE TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL: Chris Grettum addressed the Council to introduce himself as Parent Guild chair. Chris states that PG bylaws and Charter Council bylaws are not congruent and the Parent Guild has formed a task force to address.  Many committees are in the works, including Tighe O’Neill as the chair of the Garden and Grounds committee.  Portia Serudi states the PG is interested in making the PG its own 501c3 organization.  Chris states the new PG officers plan to operate the meeting in a more organized and professional manner.

              5.1   
Administrative – Stephen reports that Chico Love came to our school site the day after the Harvest Festival to clean and wash windows. Chico Love is a group of churches who help non profits in the community.  We have gotten our first PG&E bill which was 6K. We are working with PG&E for an energy audit and hope to get more information soon as to how we can cut costs.  Stephen has been working on the Student Achievemnet Plan as well as the Annual Report in addition to the Safe School plan.  BCOE has had several departments out to do oversight visits.  Mike Miller from Butte College visited our school to give us advice on playground safety.  Stephen met with Debra Lucero from Chico Friends of the Arts along with Marc Kessler to look for potential funding in the future. Stephen is looking into an “all call” system to improve communication.

Parent Council Report – Marc Kessler reports that 15 out of 15 parent reps attended meeting the first Parent Council(PC) meeting, 6 people vied for the additional 3 voting seats. $12k out of the 17K in the PC account were allocated for various programs including 5K for Garden and Grounds and 5k for sinks & cabinets.  Chris Grettum elected as chair, Portia Ceruti elected as co-chair, Julie Quinn elected as treasurer and Heather Jensen elected secretary.

Teacher Report – Shannon O’Laughlin reports that the faculty is incredibly grateful to the PC for the funding of the various programs. The grades are asking for a stove, a washer and a dryer. We have had our first 2 festivals at our school.  The Harvest festival was beautiful celebration with a large turnout of community. Our 2nd festival was our Halloween festival and was a lot of fun.  We had many teachers as Star Guides this year.  The 8th grade participated in the festivals as well.  Lantern Walk is next week for Kindergarten through 3rd grade. Faculty has spent a large chunk of time discussing the improvement of test scores and will be working closely with Stephen for the Student Achievement Plan.

8.              UNFINISHED BUSINESS              

8.1 
Facilities Update: The chain link fence in the back of the school is going up and should be completed tomorrow.  A neighbor complained about our use of the Enloe space and the City of Chico ordered us to cease and desist, so we are currently unable to use the Enloe space.  We currently have a conditional use permit for our site; we have already put in the iron gates, the fence, etc.  Additionally, the city wants us to purchase specific bike racks to accommodate 140 bicycles.  Stephen has written letter to the City to negotiate this condition.  Cabinets & sinks going in this week, we may be short of sinks but we have a parent willing to plumb everything. November 14 & 15 are scheduled workdays for the greenspace.  Many motivated Kinder parents have made sandboxes and planters in addition to “fall zone” materials.  Next workday will focus on grades space to install sandboxes, basketball net, ball wall and swing set. Faculty has requested more painting on the asphalt. These are short term improvements that will not be wasted.  Long term plan will probably not be implemented until end of school year. A discussion of universal ADA accessibility ensured and Dan Grover was asked to be part of the design committee.
9.              NEW BUSINESS

Charter Council Election Results: Election results-reelection of both incumbents, Dan Grover and Marc Kessler. New community member Sid Lewis was also elected. Nancy Ballard motions to certify election results of Charter Council members, Bob Kruger seconds, and motion unanimously approved. New council members seated immediately.

Budget Revision: Business Manager Linda Hovey gave info on current state of our budget and cash flow situation. Budget is in deficit of approx $50K due to revenue cuts and lower than anticipated enrollment. Cash flow is the more immediate problem and is recommending a freeze on any spending until apportionments catch up to our current enrollment in February 2010.  Linda will bring budget revision as well as first interim report to December meeting.
