5.1   
Administrative – Stephen reports enrollment is at 286 as of October 2, 2009. Bev Boz came to our school for a parent education night to discuss the Importance of Play. Administration has gotten bids, sinks and cabinets are being ordered for classrooms, should be installed in 3 weeks.  Admin is presently going out to bid for fence area in back to have visual containment of children.  Stephen has been meeting with the “Greenspace” committee; a work day is planned for this Saturday.  Admin is working with Molly Heck, grant writer and Director of Catalyst, to obtain a grant from the Lowe’s Foundation to be used for our playspace .  Mike Miller from Butte College has offered to come and advise on our back space implementation.  PG&E will be performing an energy audit for our facility. Stephen has met with CEO of Enloe who has offered the spaced behind their building for our use.  Phone system has been a bit difficult to learn, but we are pleased to be able to check our voice mails from home.  Blue Oak is so fortunate to have gotten a group of wonderful new parents who have been so generous with money and time, including donation of a stove for Kindergarten and over $2000 for the back greenspace.  Annie B’s total donation is still unsure, however we turned in approximately $12K.  Our teachers are wonderful and have also given so much.  Susan Whittlesey is now Kindergarten mentor, Carol Fegte is still mentoring in the grades and both are very busy.  Harvest Festival date has been changed to October 17th, beginning at 11:00, here at our site. Next parent guild meeting on October 20 at 5:30 pm. Susan Whittlesey will be giving a talk on The Kindergarten Child on Thursday 10/22/09. 
5.2  Parent Guild Report – Bob Kruger for Marc Kessler: Bob Kruger reports the first parent guild meeting as being somewhat “chaotic”.  The group was not able to determine if there was a quorum, and appeared not prepared to have a meeting.  Parent Reps were verified, there was no election for new officers; 2 parents volunteered to be on election committee.  Stephen feels that good will come from this meeting as impetus for change, including clarification of by-laws.  Marc reports meeting today was much better organized and a quorum was established –with 2 email votes by proxy.  Martin Schwabe announced his resignation.  Charter Council candidates will have a forum at next Parent Guild meeting.

Teacher Report – Shannon O’Laughlin states that teachers are exhausted and that there was no direction or support from Administration as far as who gets what chairs, bookcases, etc. Specialty classes are up and running right away (Japanese, Spanish, Music & Strings), woodworking and sewing will be starting soon. The teachers feel that containment is needed for the playground and a fence is really key to making that happen.
