1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER 
The Chair called the meeting to order at 6:07
2. INVOCATION

3. ROLL CALL OF COUNCIL MEMBERS

Michael requested an change to item 9.2, to add 6th grade students ADA

5. AUDIENCE TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL

6. REPORTS

6.1 Administrative – Michael: 361 students and the largest classrooms are the 5th (28) and 6th (30).  Spec Ed, 5 pending SSTs, 2 newly enrolled students came with IEPs and there are 5 IEPs scheduled for the month.  The Resource Teacher has a new paraprofessional working with her who started today and will work with all IEP students.  The Maintenance/Janitorial recruitment is still underway, interviews will take place next week. Math Intervention teacher recruitment has 4 applicants and we will wait a few more weeks to get a better pool of applicants.  The Attendance Clerk position has been filled.  

Dan: The Winter Concert took place on the 16th and was very well attended, the students did really well, everything went smooth, feedback was great.  Two teachers and two aids were sent to the CPI training (crisis intervention), 17 participants are registered for the Alliance for Public Waldorf education in Sacramento.  Zoom training is coming up, Cyd and Dan will attend this month to learn about how to best use this resource.  BCOE recommended the Admin team attend a training on supervision, that will take place this month as well.  Michael added he will start his first round of evaluations for certificated staff tomorrow.  This typically would be his second cycle but because he wasn’t here this will be his first round.  He will conduct a second in April.  

6.2 Parent Council Report – Talia shared that she was very impressed with the group of parents that were in attendance because of their organization, dedication and overall excellent meeting skills.   
6.3 Teacher Report – Michelle Miller attended and shared that the Winter Concert and Festival of Lights were very much a success and the children were pleased.   First grade is aligned with state standards, and other teachers if they are not on it are working towards it.  The Faculty are thrilled about the recommendation for charter renewal from BCOE staff, pleased with the math curriculum to use as a resource, excited about attending the Waldorf training this month.

Marc gave an overview of the Final Student Achievement Plan, and requested the Council approve the document.  Dan moved to pass the document, Talia seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.   

9. NEW BUSINESS
9.1 BOCS Bylaws-legal review readings-1st reading (see attachment 9.1)

Marc explained that Bylaws reviewed the school’s lawyers to meet the California Non Profit Board Act.   A discussion about the position of President and it’s relevance to the Board and it was acknowledged that the term President doesn’t really apply to BOCC’s structure.  Marc will take these questions back to the lawyers and represent it at the February meeting.  Talia moved to table the Bylaws for the February meeting so that Marc can take the questions to the lawyers, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  The Council was asked to bring any questions to Marc ASAP     
9.2 Fifth Grade and Sixth Grade enrollment increase to 29 ADA
Michael reported that the cap for the 5th grade class is 28, and a student has returned which brings the addition of a 29th student to the Board.  A 6th grade student has returned to the class and the teacher has indicated that the additions of these returning students would be beneficial.  Dan made a motion to approve the proposed action mike seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.
9.3 Independent Study Policy (see attachment 9.3)

Alison from BCOE shared that there is alternative Independent Study program that is more part-term than the presented Policy.  Talia moved to table the IS Policy to the February meeting, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.
9.4 BCOE Charter Review committee findings (see attachment 9.4)
Marc shared that the Council is pleased that the BCOE staff have made a recommendation to the BCOE Board (with conditions) to approve the BOCS Charter.

9.5 Wellness Policy (see attachment 9.5)
Dan shared that the Task Force has been working very hard to collaborate on this document.  After review, Dan will remove, as needed, the statements of “shall” and replace with “will” or “may”, add page numbers, write the committee member names, and have a place for the date adopted.  Also he will review the “branded” statement regarding foods not offered at the school.  Dan moved to table the proposed Wellness Policy to the February meeting, Talia seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  

9.6 Audit Reports
Michael shared that Linda was not able to be in attendance, and passed out the Matson and Isom Audit Report that was completed last month.

9.7 Approval of New Payroll Contractors
Michael shared that Linda requests of the Board to approve a contract with LeAnn Andrews, CPA, and shared a letter from the group, and drop Rabo Bank.  Dan moved to approve LeAnn Andrews, CPA as the new Payroll Contractors for the school, Talia seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.
