1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER 
The Chair called the meeting to order at 6:04pm
2. INVOCATION

3. ROLL CALL OF COUNCIL MEMBERS
Talia Scherquist, Heather Altfeld, Marc Kessler, Mike Martin, Dan Grover.

4. AUDIENCE TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL

5. CONSENT AGENDA 

Marc moved to table the minutes from the Oct 5th and 18th meetings, Talia seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.

6. PROPOSITION 39 APPLICATION
Linda shared that she did not have the application prepared but asked the Board’s permission to make the application to CUSD.  Marc clarified that filling out a Prop 39 application does not require Board approval.  No action taken. 
7. CHARTER RENEWAL APPLICATION
Portia referred to page 18, second paragraph, second sentence, regarding specialty programs being moved to after school time.  Carol Fegete spoke to this section; she shared that this topic is still under discussion.  For example, she said that the second of the two strings classes in a week would be moved to an afterschool period.  She shared that the school needs to offer more math and that handcrafts will potentially be moved to afterschool, as those classes would be more likely for children to want to stay afterwards for.  There would not be a fee associated with it and Linda confirmed that there would not be a financial impact to the school in making this change.  Portia shared that she felt it was a very sensible act and thanked Carol for explaining.   Talia moved to approve the Charter Renewal Application, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  
8. Charter Revision: Changes to BOCC Bylaws 2nd reading


Talia moved to approve the changes to BOCC ByLaws, 2nd reading, Marc seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.
9. Charter Revision: Changes to Non-discrimination policy
Mike asked about the “broad based outreach”, Marc explained that BO materials are published in Spanish and some are published on Hmong.  There is a Parent Council Outreach committee that holds this as their goal.  Dan moved to approve the changes to Non-Discrimination Policy, Marc seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  
10. Charter Revision: Changes to Special Education policy

Talia asked what would happen if a parent were to initiate a concern, Marc replied that then one of the other three people involved would start the process as a result.  Carol Fegte asked about the Chico Country Day MOU for special education services, Marc shared that since this is a 5 year charter and the CCD MOU is for one year.  Talia moved to approve the changes to the Special Education Policy, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.
11. Charter Revision: Changes to Plan for English Learners


Marc explained this has been updated to reflect California state procedures as well as explain in more detail the school’s procedure.  Marc changed the document to describe and correct an acronym.  Talia moved to approve the changes to the Plan for English Learners, Marc seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  
12. Charter Revision: Changes to Accountability
Linda explained that the missing references in this document will be added in the once they are developed.  Michael Ramos asked about an independent study program, Linda explained that there is a lot of revenue available for having an independent study program, and the school does lose money when children go on vacation or other extended leaves.  It would need to be well monitored.  Marc moved to accept the revision to the Accountability section, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  

13. Charter Revision: Changes to Educational  Program
Heater explained that she still has some minor additions that need to be made, particularly stylistic and typographic changes.  Talia moved to approve the changes to the Education Program, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.  Carol Fegte thanked the committee for all their work on the document.
14. Charter Revision: Changes to Admissions policy
Marc noted that he needs to change the dates on line 640.  Michael Ramos asked about the first line regarding the elimination of Butte County and the statement that we are open to students in all California.  It may be contiguous, Marc would look into it.  Talia moved to approve the Admissions policy with above changes, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote.
15. Charter Revision: Changes to Measurable Student Outcomes


Marc moved to accept the changes to Measurable Student Outcomes, Dan seconded, motion carried by unanimous vote. 
16. Student Achievement Plan



Marc clarified that this is not an action item, it is a discussion item.  This item is actually within the school’s MOU for when we are performing low.  Since we missed our target on math we must implement the Student Achievement Plan.  Marc explained that tomorrow morning a committee will begin this process.  Heather requested of the committee (Marc) that the Board receive a copy of the Plan for reviewing purposes.
